Font Sets Editor

The Sets Editor is a completely new tool, and is only
available to users of Font Directory Professional.

The basic idea is that this application allows any
number of groups or sets to be created eg.'fancy’,
'bold’, 'script’, etc.

Individual fonts can then join or become members
of any number of these groups, regardless of which
directories they are put in to in FontES.

This allows you to reclassify your fonts in any
number of ways eg. by weight, style, useage, etc.

Once this is done, the Sets Editor can be used to
control the fontlist by forcing it to display, or activate,
any set fonts eg. just the 'fancy’ fonts.

This makes it much easier to sift through a large
collection of fonts to find exactly they type of font
that is required.

1. The toolbar

The toolbar has two operating modes:

1. Edit on is the mode to use for adding,
deleting and creating new sets.
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2. Edit off is used to view, search and select
existing sets and their contents.
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2. Creating sets

To edit/create font sets, the program must be in edit
mode, ie. the ‘pointer’ icon should be selected.

To create a new set, just click on the New Set icon
on the toolbar. The set’s name can be changed by
double-clicking on it and typing in a new name. In
the example below, we have created two new sets
and called them ‘Serif’ and ‘Bold'.
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Bars can be created to separate the sets into logical
groups by clicking on the New Bar icon on the

toolbar.
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Any item can be moved by dragging it to the new
position. Any item can be deleted by selecting it,
with SELECT or ADJUST and clicking on the Delete
icon on the toolbar, or from the menu.

Once the sets have been created, individual fonts
can join/resign from them ie. become members.

To assign NewHall.Bold to the Serif and Bold sets:

A. select the font in the fontlist;
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B. Use ADJUST to set both Bold and Serif sets
to Tick. Click the box to the left of the set
name — click once for a tick, twice for a cross.
Or use the join/resign/don't care icons.
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C. CLICK on the Member icon on the
toolbar.

Red triangles will appear on the left of ‘Serif’
and ‘Bold’ to indicate that ‘NewHall.Bold' is
now a member of those sets.

To resign NewHall.Bold from the Bold set:

A. Select the font in the fontlist.

B. Set the ‘Bold’ group to Cross.
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C. CLICK on the Member icon.
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4. Saving sets

At any time, you can save the current sets and their
members by clicking Menu over the sets editor and
choosing the ‘Save’ option. This can only be done in
edit mode.

If you do not save the font sets, they will be lost
when you switch off your computer.
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5. Using/viewing sets

Once you have created your sets and added their
members, you can begin to use them. To do this, the
Edit Mode must be switched off.
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To view any sets, set the Option box to AND and
CLICK on the Display icon on the toolbar (the
magnifying glass). This will open the fontlist with a
display of the fonts held in that set.
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6. Advanced queries

The real power of this utility comes from the fact that
it can apply sets in combinations. So, for example, it
is possible to display a set called ‘Newsletter’ while
preventing some of its fonts appearing.

Below is the collection of fonts to be found in the
Newsletter set. You will notice that NewHall Bold
appears at the top of the list.

Let’s say that this month the newsletter isn't going to
use NewHall Bold, so we want to stop it from
appearing in the list. We do this by using query
options in conjunction with other sets eg. the Bold
and Serif sets.
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To set more that one query, use the ADJUST button
to set each Option box. In the example below we
want to view the Newsletter fonts, but not any of the
fonts in Serifs and Bold (we know from above that
NewHall Bold appears in these sets).

To do this, we set the ‘Newsletter’ box to AND and
the ‘Bold’ and ‘Serif’ boxes to CROSS.
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This time, when we click on the Display button, the
font list shows the ‘Newsletter’ fonts but excludes
NewHall Bold as it is a member of the ‘Bold’ and
‘Serif’ sets.
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Queries can be refined even further by applying a
query to the current display (rather the to the entire
fontlist). To do this, just click on the Display button
with the ADJUST button.

So, for example, it is possible to apply a query to
show font from the ‘Serif’ OR ‘Newsletter’ sets and
then apply another query to display only the'Bold’
fonts from this group.
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7. More uses for sets

With the Use and Select buttons you can also make
queries that activate or select fonts.

So, for example, to activate the fonts in the ‘Serif’ set,
simply tick the serif option box and then click
SELECT on the Use button. The fonts that belong to
the ‘Serif’ will then be added to the currently active
fonts. To remove them, cross the option box and
click on the Use button again.

The same principles apply to the Select button.

Clicking ADJUST on the Use button will actiavte
only fonts that match the query — all other fonts will
be cleared.

The Clear button controls whether a query is
automatically cleared after it has been used.

The Open button controls whether all directories
are automatically opened when a Display query is
applied.
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Clicking on the And, Tick, Cross or None icons on
the toolbar will force any selected sets to that state.
Ifno sets are selected then all sets will be affected.

And... The sets editor will only display fonts that are
members of this set (logical AND operation).

Tick... The sets editor will include this set in
addition to any other sets selected (logical OR

operation).

Cross...The sets editor will exclude any fonts from
that set (logical NOT operation).

None... The sets editor will ignore it when searching
a query (no logical effect).

9. Hints and tips

A. MENUS

In all modes
Info

Select > All

Select > Members

In edit mode
Select > None
Select > Copy
Select > Rename
Select > Delete

Select > Resign all

Save

Displays program
information

Selects all the items in the
sets window

Select sets that currently
have members

Clears the current selection
Copies all selected items
Renames selected item
Delete selected items
Resigns all fonts from
selected sets

Saves font sets and position
of window
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B. MOUSE CLICKS

Holding down Ctrl when closing the sets editor
window will also quit the application.

Adjust clicking on the display icon will apply the
query to the current display NOT to all fonts.

Adjust clicking on the use icon will de-activate all
fonts except those that match the query.

Adjust clicking on the select icon will de-select all
fonts except those that match the query.

Click-dragging will select a range of fonts as per
the RISC OS filer.

IN EDIT MODE

Dragging selected items will insert them into a new
position indicated by a red line.

Double-clicking on a set’s name allow you to edit it.
